What has been the situation? 

Turkey has been exhibiting various national efforts to raise public awareness and develop its national capacity to fulfill the commitments of the UNFCCC, even before the ratification of the UNFCCC on 24 May, 2004. As part of the UNFCCC requirements, each signatory country is recommended to develop and submit its national communications every two years. Turkey has already completed and submitted its First National Communication to UNFCCC Secretariat in January 2007. To this end, UNDP Turkey expressed its interest to support the Turkish Government through a stocktaking exercise, which will serve as a preliminary study while developing the project document of the Climate Change Action Plan. This project document then will be used to apply for eligible funding opportunities.
 

What is our mission? 

With this project, it is aimed to conduct a stocktaking exercise to facilitate the process of the preparation of the Climate Change Action Plan (CCAP). The project will do a self-assessment of on-going and completed activities through desk top  reviews, researcher and stakeholder consultations. 

It is also aimed that a proposal for the preparation of the CCAP, initiated during the First National Communication of Turkey, would be prepared and submitted by the Government of Turkey to the Global Opportunities of Fund, Climate Change and Energy Programme of UK, through the United Nations Development Programme. The main objective of CCAP is to ensure capacity building among national, regional and local stakeholders and to provide policy analysis that would  lead to a policy making process. The CCAP proposal will also target setting up of an Implementation and Monitoring Committee, following the reimbursement by the National Coordination Board on Climate Change (CBCC), under the coordination of Ministry of Environment and Forestry (MoEF). 



How are we doing this? 

 The following activities are envisaged to take place during the stocktaking exercise:

1. Research and collection of available data;

2. Preliminary assessment of the reliability of available data;

3. Identification of information gaps in all relevant sectors;

4. Extensive consultations with key stakeholders;

5. Prioritization of the human and institutional capacity needs;

6. Synergizing with relevant completed and on-going programs or projects;

7. Review the Draft Climate Change Action Plan developed during the First National Communication, and build on these preliminary outcomes and to develop further proposals, if necessary, in addition to those existing;

8. Review the submission criteria and develop project proposal for the Global Opportunities Fund, Climate Change and Energy Programme of UK.
How will Turkey benefit? 


An important objective, as a project proposal, for the implementation of the Climate Change Action Plan, will be to submit for funding assistance from the Global Opportunities  Fund, Climate Change and Energy Programme of UK. Using this and possibly other sources of funds a stakeholder analysis would be conducted, covering affected and interested citizens and private and public organizations.

 Expected outcome of such an exercise would be to ascertain their possible roles and responsibilities, potential benefits of their involvement, and possible challenges associated with the implementation of the Climate Change Action Plan. Thus, Turkey will have a long and short-term priority plan on Climate Change as a substantive outcome of the project.
